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most writers will admit that they write because
they love writing.

A bibliography (9) of the works of a writer
who disliked writing would be a short list of titles
indeed, but accounts of writers’ lives indicate that
most of them do have a love-hate relationship with
their work. These biographical (10) accounts tell
us that, ironically, the very writers who galvanize
(11) us when we read them often had trouble spur-
ring themselves to work. They are like novelist
Peter De Vries (1910-1993), who said he loved
being a writer but hated the paperwork.

Successful writers are the ones who make
themselves work. They write as if required to by
statute (12); no one is forcing them to obey a law,
but they act as though someone has that jurisdic-
tion (13). Like Italian author Alberto Moravia
(1907-1990), they don’t sit back waiting for
inspiration; they work every day.

All Kinds of Writers

At this moment, writers all over the world are writ-
ing—sitting at keyboards deleting and inserting, or
hunched over legal pads crossing out words and
writing them back. In a library somewhere, a re-
search assistant for a college professor is jotting
down information that will become a part of the

professor’s latest scholarly article. The assistant is
just beginning her career, so she will be happy to see
her work footnoted at the end of the article, marked
by an asterisk (14).

Somewhere else, an adventure novel is taking
shape. At this second, the writer is wrestling with a
number of problems. For example, how will the train
robber escape? How should the events of the novel
be ordered? Should the story open with the robbery
and then go backward? Or should the story unfold in
chronological (15) order?

Another writer is reading the business sections of
newspapers from the mid-1970s as preparation for
writing a thesis (16) about economic recession (17)
and the recovery that follows. Yet another writer,
who is fluent (18) in both Spanish and English, has
been hired to write a bilingual (19) pamphlet for
the public health department. Right now the writer
may be picking up a pencil to invent some hypo-
thetical (20) situations to demonstrate the impor-
tance of tooth care. What kinds of believable
examples can make brushing teeth interesting in
both Spanish and English? Like all writers, he is
struggling and working as he writes. And he and
his fellow writers would certainly agree with
English dramatist and poet Ben Jonson that the
person who tries to write well must sweat.
